Early in 2010 institutions will be contacted regarding the new MOW logo. They will also be requested to provide a new image for the website. 

  

I have not any information concerning nominations for the international register, where nominations have to be submitted by 31 March 2010. I am concerned that if the SLNSW is to put forward the First Fleet Journals cooperation should be taking place soon with the NLA and the institution overseas that also holds another example.  To ensure that all aspects of the submission are adequately addressed it is highly desirable for me to be consulted before the nomination is submitted.

 

As far as international activities are concerned - I gave a presentation to the Museums Association of the Caribbean conference in Barbados on 30 November - it was only short, as it turned out (the day's program was running badly over time), but it was well received, and followed one by Rick West, former Director of the Smithsonian's Museum of the American Indian, on UNESCO's legal conventions on cultural property, and came before one on the World Heritage program and, finally, Amar Galla, on UNESCO's cultural diversity convention (I think, because I didn't stay for this, as it was already after 6pm and Elizabeth Watson was due to pick me up to take me to a concert). The final report of the IAC meeting in Barbados has just arrived and is attached. Section 10 deals with outcomes of the Canberra conference.
